Part I Multiple Choice (3 points each)
Direction: In this part, you are required to choose one or more choices for the following questions. You cannot get a full mark unless you mark all the correct answers. 

1. Which of the following statements are NOT TRUE about UNESCO? 
A. UNESCO has 195 member states, including a few with additional rights.
B. UNESCO is able to directly appoint senior officials or allocate budgets for its projects.

Topic A: 
[bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Please briefly summarize the divergences and shortcomings of the existing regulatory system for GenAI and how these structural issues may have implications for future UN actions. In your essay, you should include:
· Brief description of one or two points of divergences or shortcomings in the existing system (not necessarily limited to the international level);
· Impact on UN actions (interferences, difficulties, etc.);
· Possible solutions (directions, measures, etc.) and their feasibility.

Topic B:
Please select a country that you think is special or a favourite. Briefly describe the impact of the existing international framework of GenAI on it and its possible future direction. In your essay, you should include:
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK3]Why you chose this country, country conditions related to the topic (advantages, disadvantages, and other points you think are important), and this country's position on the issue;
· Impact of the existing international framework on it (degree of adaptation, changes in the regulatory system, etc.) or its contribution to the international system;
· Possible directions for the future. You can infer this from countries' support for UN documents, national spokespeople, national policies, etc.
