Part I Multiple Choice (4*5)

Direction: In this part, you are required to choose one or more choices for the following questions. You cannot get full marks unless you mark all the correct answers.
 
1. Which of the following statements regarding the UNSC's operational mechanisms is untrue? 
A. The issues discussed by the UNSC are mainly divided into procedural and substantive. The procedural issues relate mainly to adopting and amending rules of procedure, establishing the necessary subsidiary bodies, etc. The substantive issues cover specific actions and decisions for maintaining international peace and security.
B. The Council has 15 members, including five permanent members and ten non-permanent members. Each member has one vote.
C. Each year, the UNSC elects a President of the General Assembly for a one-year term. At the same time, the UNSC has established a rotating presidency for a period of one month.
D.UNSC, which meets under the chairmanship of the Secretary-General, is the only United Nations body with the power to investigate any situation that gives rise to international disputes or frictions and to propose ways or means of resolving such disputes.

2. Which of the following options best describes the United Nations' actions during the transition period in Haiti according to the details in the passage?
A. The UN passed resolutions condemning the actions of the Haitian military authorities
B. The UN appointed a Special Envoy to Haiti to hold preliminary consultations
C. The UN provided humanitarian aid
D. The UN sent peacekeepers to monitor a ceasefire between rebel groups

3. Which of the following statements regarding the UNSC's 2699 resolution is not true?  
A. UNSC Resolution 2699 affirmed the international community's commitment to address Haiti's security and humanitarian needs, and it should continuously offer assistance to BINUH.
B. UNSC Resolution 2699 acts under Chapter VIl of the United Nations Charter and authorizes the Member States to provide operational support to the Haitian National Police.
C. UNSC Resolution 2699 requests that MSS should include children and women’s protection and prevent and respond to sexual and gender-based violence; however, there is no emphasis on encouraging women’s representation at MSS.
D. UNSC Resolution 2699 requests the Secretary-General to provide as part of the Secretary-General’s regular reporting to the UNSC no later than nine months following the adoption of this resolution.

4. According to Resolution 2700, what benchmarks will be carefully monitored to assess the success of the Multinational Security Support (MSS) mission in Haiti? 
A. Adequate judicial and rule of law capacity
B. Sufficient protection of human rights
C. Substantial enhancement of economic development
D. Progressive reduction in the amount of violence

5. Here's an update on Haiti since March. Please find out which is incorrect. 
A. On 11 March 2024, the president of CELAC confirmed that Haitian Prime Minister Ariel Henri would step down once a seven-member Transitional Presidential Council was established to administer the government.
B. The meeting of CELAC country coordinators agreed on the necessity of providing emergency assistance to Haiti to address the severe crisis that was facing Haiti.
C. Although Kenya promised to deploy the policemen to help Haiti, the Kenyan court ruled that the deployment of the Security Support Mission violated the Kenyan Constitution.
D. The Kenyan government said that it would not halt the deployment of the MSS, though they had previously signed an agreement with the Haitian government concerning the matter.

4. Why is a political solution important for solving problems in Haiti?

Direction: In this part, you are going to choose ONE of the following topics and write an essay with NO MORE THAN 700 words. Your essay is scored based on originality, language, structure, and content. Please use the Chicago Style of citation if needed; otherwise, you are plagiarizing. The originality rate of your essay shall be above 80%, and the use of Generative Artificial Intelligence is strictly prohibited in your composition; otherwise, your paper will be INVALID.
1. Please illustrate the Council's considerations in designing MSS’s unique traits and mechanisms in reference to the discussions that took place during the establishment of the MSS. In your essay, you should: 
a) Describe the special traits and mechanisms of the MSS compared to the previous missions. You may provide the proceedings of the discussions on such matters if necessary.
b) Analyze in response to which problems these special traits and mechanisms have been brought out by the Council Members.
c) Explain how would these special traits and mechanisms, according to the Council, help facilitate the final resolution of the Haitian crisis.
2. Please analyze how the crisis that occurred in Haiti in 2024 would exert its influence on the initial deployment of the MSS and what the key points that the Council needs to focus on in order to navigate the mission through these increasingly challenging times are. In your essay, you should: 
a) Describe what changes have been taking place in Haiti in 2024, as well as provide analysis on what challenges they are to put on the mission. You may refer to relevant information if necessary. 
b) Illustrate how the Council should respond to such changes in order to ensure the smooth implementation of the key benchmarks. 
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
