We are delighted to announce that Beijing International Model United Nations 2026 

(BIMUN2026) is going to be convened at CFAU (Shahe Campus) from May 14 (Thursday) 
to 17 (Sunday), 2026. 

BIMUN is a nationwide MUN activity hosted by China Foreign Affairs University (CFAU) 

and organized by the Youth League Committee of China Foreign Affairs University and 

China Foreign Affairs University Model United Nations Association (CFAUMUNA). Every 

year, BIMUN receives vigorous support from various departments, institutions, and 

organizations, including the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the People’s Republic of China, 

the Ministry of Education of the People’s Republic of China, and the Central Committee of 
the Communist Youth League of China. 

In 1995, CFAU introduced MUN activities in China for the first time. In 2001, CFAUMUNA 

was officially established. During the three decades, CFAU has been thinking in terms of 

the general picture, adapting to changes, and breaking new ground. It stays committed to 

the promotion and development of MUN in China, and forges brand events including 

BIMUN and China National Model United Nations Conference for High School Students 

(CNMUNH).

United Nations  Children’s Fund (UNICEF) 

Topic: Strengthening Child-Friendly Cities under Climate Transition 

Working Language: English

Climate transition has profound implications for children’s health, safety, education, and 
overall well-being, particularly in urban settings. Heatwaves, air pollution, extreme 
weather events, and inadequate urban services disproportionately affect children, 
exacerbating existing inequalities and threatening their fundamental rights. 

The United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) has long emphasized the importance of 
child-centered urban development through its Child-Friendly Cities Initiative (CFCI). By 
promoting inclusive governance, safe public spaces, access to essential services, and 
meaningful child participation, the CFCI provides a comprehensive framework for 
integrating children’s rights into urban planning and policy-making. 

Recognizing the interconnected nature of climate change, urban development, and 
children’s rights, UNICEF seeks to advance child-friendly city strategies that are climate-
responsive, equitable, and sustainable. Despite increased global awareness of climate 
risks, the integration of children’s specific needs into climate transition policies remains 
insufficient. Addressing this gap requires not only reaffirming principles but also 
developing concrete, actionable measures to ensure that children are protected, heard, 
and empowered in rapidly transforming urban environments. 

Therefore, the directors hope that delegates can collaborate to explore the challenges 
and opportunities of strengthening child-friendly cities in the context of climate transition. 
Delegates are encouraged to thoroughly understand the foundational materials, assess 
existing policy gaps, and strive to achieve the broadest possible consensus. We are 
looking forward to your collaboration in advancing child-friendly cities under climate 
transition and shaping sustainable urban futures for children worldwide. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

United Nations Mine Action Service (UNMAS) 

Topic: Boosting Mine Action in Support of Civilian Protection 

Working Language: English

Established in 1997, the United Nations Mine Action Service (UNMAS) is a specialized 
organization located with the Department of Peace Operations. It works to eliminate the 
threats posed by landmines, explosive remnants of war (ERW), and improvised explosive 
devices (IEDs). UNMAS is mandated to coordinate the mine action work of the United 
Nations system as Chair of the Inter-Agency Coordination Group on Mine Action (IACG-
MA) and its subsidiary groups, a responsibility established by the General Assembly 
(A/RES/72/75) and confirmed by the Security Council in SCR 2365 (2017). Mine Action 
lies at the core of our discussion, as it not only leads country-level operational responses 
and supports peace operations, but also plays a central role in coordinating mine action 
across the United Nations system. Protecting civilians and facilitating humanitarian 
access constitute key objectives of Mine Action. Particularly, these efforts extend beyond 
active conflict zones, as post-conflict reconstruction continues to be threatened by 
concealed landmines and unexploded ordnance. 

In 2025, plans by several UN Member States to withdraw from the Anti-Personnel Mine 
Ban Convention alerted the international community to the persistence of protracted 
conflicts worldwide, reinforcing the need for strong international norms to protect 
civilians and advance the vision of a mine-free world. 

  



 

 

United Nations Security Council 2022 (UNSC2022)   

Topic: Ending All Forms of Violence in Myanmar 

Working language: English 

Delegation: Double Delegation

Situated in Southeast Asia, Myanmar, largely controlled by the junta, has been in turmoil 
for decades. Even worse, since the military coup on February 1, 2021, which overturned 
the 2020 general election results and detained State Counsellor Aung San Suu Kyi, 
Myanmar has transitioned from a fragile democracy into a state of total civil war. In order 
to sever support for the People’s Defence Force (PDF), the State Administration Council 
(SAC) took a “four cuts” strategy, using violent collective punishment against civilians 
perceived to have ties to insurgent groups. This has resulted in widespread atrocities. 
With over 1.34 million people displaced and nearly 40% of the population living in poverty, 
the crisis has become a regional threat to stability. 

In December 2022, a resolution was adopted by the United Nations Security Council, 
aiming at ending the violence and releasing the prisoners who were arbitrarily detained. 
However, the adoption did not bring any statistical decline in violent events, and the 
number of detainees even rose from 13,000 in December 2022 to over 17,000 by mid-
2023. Until now, the civil war has not shown any indication of ceasefire, placing 
numerous civilians’ lives in insecurity and instability. 

Therefore, this council is tasked with a critical re-evaluation of our approach to the 2022 
crisis. Delegates are expected not only to understand the situation in Myanmar, but also 
to find diplomatic solutions that bridge sovereignty concerns with urgent humanitarian 
accountability to break the deadlock.

United Nations Security Council (UNSC) 

Topic: Discussion on Regulating the Private Military Company (PMC) Activities in Africa 

Working Language: English  

Delegation: Double Delegation 

Rules of Procedure: Beijing Rules of Procedure (Paper-oriented) 

  

In recent years, the Private Military Companies (PMCs) have become increasingly active 
in Africa, engaging in various fields such as conflict mediation, security protection, and 
resource safeguarding. On one hand, some PMCs have provided African countries with 
security services that governments can hardly afford, playing a supplementary role in 
combating terrorism and maintaining local stability. On the other hand, the activities of 
PMCs without unified regulation have brought numerous risks: violations of international 
humanitarian law, human rights abuses, exacerbation of regional conflicts, and 
interference with national sovereignty, etc. They occur frequently and seriously threaten 
Africa’s peace process and sustainable development. 

Currently, there is a significant legal vacuum in the international regulation of PMCs, and 
relevant domestic legislation in African regions is fragmented, leaving PMC activities in a 
“gray area”.  

In this committee, under the mandates of the United Nations Security Council, delegates 
will be committed to building international consensus, balancing security needs with the 
principles of the rule of law, and formulating practical resolutions to regulate PMC 
activities in Africa. It aims to safeguard the sovereignty and territorial integrity of African 
countries, protect the fundamental human rights of local people, and lay a solid 
foundation for the peace, stability, development, and prosperity of the African continent. 



 

 

World Health Assembly (WHA) 

Topic: Fostering Inclusive, Trustworthy Digital Health Governance 

Working Language: English 

Delegation: Double Delegation 

Rules of Procedure: Beijing Rules of Procedure (Motion-oriented) 

  

Digital health technologies are driving a new wave of transformation across global health 
systems. As WHO Director-General Dr. Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus has emphasized, 
leveraging digital transformation is key to building resilient health systems. Our main 
focus includes the following three pivotal sub-themes: coordinating data privacy and 
security governance, which requires robust digital public infrastructure; establishing 
frameworks for the attribution of liability and risk-sharing for large language models in 
healthcare; and bridging the pervasive gap in digital health development to ensure 
equitable access.  

Digital health progress must be firmly anchored in human rights, ensuring that 
technologies such as artificial intelligence should “shrink rather than enlarge health 
disparities.” Guided by the extended Global Strategy on Digital Health, the Assembly aims 
to forge a multilateral consensus to harness technology for advancing universal health 
coverage, leaving no one behind. 

In this committee, delegates are expected to navigate these complexities. Your task is to 
forge consensus on actionable policies that coordinate data privacy, allocate liability, and 
ensure equitable access. You are called upon to deliberate and create forward-looking 
frameworks that will guide the development of digital health, ensuring it remains a safe, 
fair, and truly global public good.

Ces facteurs limitent les travaux 
de preservation durable. 

Pour promouvoir le dé veloppement durable du patrimoine africain, deux points clé s sont 
à  souligner : proté ger les sites par des restaurations et transmettre les traditions via des 
é ducations locales ; dé velopper des industries, comme le tourisme culturel durable, afin 
que les bé né fices soutiennent la protection du patrimoine.

Amé rica Latina es la regió n con el nivel de urbanizació n má s alto entre los países en 
desarrollo, y su velocidad de urbanizació n es histó ricamente sin precedentes. Sin 
embargo, esta rá pida urbanizació n no ha generado un desarrollo urbano sostenible. 
Cuando un gran nú mero de personas migran del campo a las ciudades y las condiciones 
econó micas no pueden soportar este crecimiento, surgen numerosas favelas. En Amé rica 
Latina, los residentes de las favelas suelen vivir en viviendas auto-construidas. El 
problema de las favelas va mucho má s allá  de una simple escasez de vivienda; es un 
profundo desafío sisté mico y estructural cuyos impactos se extienden a mú ltiples 
dimensiones: social, econó mica, ambiental y política. 

En este tema, el comité  se compromete a analizar a fondo las causas, la situació n actual 
y las tendencias del problema de las favela en el proceso de urbanizació n de Amé rica 
Latina, reconociendo plenamente su complejidad e impactos multidimensionales; evaluar 
la eficacia y las deficiencias de las políticas, programas e iniciativas ya implementadas 
por gobiernos nacionales, autoridades locales, organizaciones internacionales, 
organizaciones de la sociedad civil y organizaciones no gubernamentales para abordar el 
problema; explorar y proponer recomendaciones políticas innovadoras, integrales y 
sostenibles, así como marcos de acció n, para prevenir eficazmente la formació n de 
nuevas favelas y mejorar las condiciones de vida de los residentes de las existentes; 
fomentar la cooperació n y el intercambio de experiencias entre la comunidad 
internacional, las organizaciones regionales y los gobiernos nacionales, movilizando los 
recursos y el apoyo té cnico necesarios para enfrentar conjuntamente este desafío global; 
enfatizar la filosofía de desarrollo centrada en la persona, asegurando el derecho a la 
participació n, la informació n y el desarrollo de los residentes de las favelas, para que 
sean actores y beneficiarios activos en la solució n de sus propios problemas; y lograr 
finalmente los objetivos mundiales de "Una vivienda adecuada para todos" y "Ciudades y 
asentamientos humanos sostenibles".

BIMUN has long been invitation-based for the excellent MUN participants home and 

abroad to attend the event. This year, around 160 schools, institutes, or MUN 
associations are invited.  

The invited entities shall organize delegation members to fulfill the “Delegation 

Information Form” before 23:59 China Time, 6 February 2026 to complete the preliminary 

registration. The delegation team leader shall fill the forms for every participant in the 

delegation, including delegates, observers, and faculty advisors. The name of the 
applying school. Institution, or association should be clearly indicated.  

Please fill in the form in strict accordance with the seat allocation requirement. Otherwise, 

invited entities may lose the qualification to participate.  

A password is required to enter the form-filling interface. The exclusive password and 

seat allocation will be sent to the official e-mail address of the invited entities or sent to 

the persons in charge of them by liaison officers. If the invited entities have not received 

any e-mail or message before 23:59 China Time, 10 January 2026, please directly send 
an e-mail to inform the Secretariat (contact@bimun.org.cn).

Uninvited entities meeting the following requirements can fill in the application form to 

apply for delegation slots: 1) have been a keen participant of MUN activities for more than 

three years; 2) have an academic level eligible for participating BIMUN2026. The 

Secretariat will conduct merit-based selection of applying entities. Applications for the 
French or Spanish committees are exempt from requirement 1).  

Considering the vigorous support and care from various parties, BIMUN2026 will 

maintain the setting of observers. Observers are accepted with a rolling admission 

system, i.e., those apply earlier will gain more opportunities to be accepted. Still, given the 

limitation of the conference scale, the Secretariat will decide on the number of observers 

on the basis of overall application. If uninvited entities want to participate in the 
conference by sending mere observers, please also fill in the application form.  

Each school should only fill in ONE application form before 23:59 China Time, 6 February 
2026. The Secretariat will contact the applicants that qualify before 1 March 2026.
